Friday Penance
On Friday 16th September the 
Church in England marks the        
anniversary of the visit of Pope   
Benedict to the United Kingdom. 
The Catholic Bishops of England and 
Wales, have chosen, on this special 
day, 'to re-establish the practice of 
Friday penance in the lives of the 
faithful as a clear and distinctive mark 
of their own Catholic identity'.
This is an act of common witness on 
the day of the suffering and death of 
our Lord when the Church requires 

Catholics to abstain from meat, or 
some other form of food, or to     
observe some other form of penance.
From Friday the Bishops are asking us 
to fulfil this obligation by abstaining 
from meat, but if we are not meat 
eaters, or if there is some other         
personal reason, the obligation to 
make some sacrifice united with   
almsgiving and prayer can still be made 
in another way.
