“A blessing on the man who puts his 
trust in the Lord.”
The instruction of the beatitudes is so 
simple, yet so contrary to our human 
understanding. To be “poor”, to be 
“hungry”, to “weep”, do not seem to 
us to be blessings, but they are states 
of being which leave us open to God’s 
grace. When we are self sufficient, 
filled with a good meal and perhaps 
some good wine, we may well find 
ourselves less well disposed to prayer.
The truth is that we do not need a lot 
in this life, but we do need to have 
room to trust in God. As the first 
reading and the psalm tell us, the man 
who puts his trust in God is truly 
blessed. He is likened to the tree 
planted by the waterside. Even in the 
21st century this image has the power 
to stir up in us a deep sense of well-
being and refreshment.
St Paul reminds us that this flowing 
stream is the risen Christ, raised to lift 
us out of our sins, raised to give us 
hope for more than this life only.
As we prepare for Lent, let us pledge 
to lay aside some of our worldly    
concerns, to focus more on our trust 
in the Lord, and to be refreshed.
