Collect for Epiphany

Like the wise men from the east, our 
life is a journey; a journey we can 
choose to take, or a journey we can 
choose to decline, remaining in the 
safety of our own home ground.                   
If we do not embark upon the journey, 
if we choose to ignore the rising star, 
we may not have to face the risks of 
meeting the King Herod’s of this 
world, the challenge of interpreting his 
devious questions. But if we do not 
follow the guiding lights, the stars, that 
God sends, we will also not find the 
holy house, the mother and the child. 
We will not have the opportunity to 
fall to our knees and adore. We will 
not have the opportunity to present 
our gifts to him who is our Lord. If we 
do not undertake the journey and 
reach this destination what will be the 
point and purpose of our lives?

In his letter to the Ephesians, St 
Paul speak of being “entrusted” 
with “grace”, a “revelation” that 
was designed for all people. The 
meaning of the feast of the Epiphany 
is that this “inheritance” is available 
to all. The vision of the prophet 
I s a iah becomes a rea l i t y .                        
As we begin this new year, we      
begin a new phase of our life            
journey. Like the wise men we can 
step out in faith, following the lights 
that God sends, focussed on the 
search for his Son and his truth.
